Forward-Thinking and Doing: Norwich’s
College of Graduate & Continuing Studies

Representing another innovative chapter in Norwich’s history, the College of Graduate &
Continuing Studies (CGCS) launched in 1997 with a Master of Arts degree in Diplomacy &
Military Science. In the nearly three decades since its inception, online programs have
emerged as a powerful tool for advancing equality in higher education. They offer flexibility
and accessibility and remove the geographic constraints which had previously been a barrier
for military personnel, working professionals, parents and others to advance their education.

One of the first female CGCS graduates was Deborah Trimpe Burger-Hogg M’02 of the
Netherlands, a former member of their Royal Navy. More than 10,000 men and women from
across the nation and around the world have graduated from CGCS programs to date.
